The Linguistics Department, in conjunction with the Office of Academic Affairs for
Curriculum and Instruction, the Global Education Center, the College of Humanities and
Social Sciences, the College of Education and Human Services, the Center of Teaching
through Technology, and Sprague Library, submitted a proposal to the Chinese National
Office for the Teaching of Chinese as a Foreign Language (Hanban) to establish a branch
of the Confucius Institute at Montclair State.
