Welcome to the final examination. I know you expected the examination a few days earlier despite the fact that you will have over a week to complete it. So, I have reduced the number of questions to give you more time to concentrate on the most important issues.

This class is both practical and theoretical. In that regard, the hypothetical below, apart from the funny names, is similar to a real-world scenario. Be sure that you explain or justify your decisions as completely as possible.

The grades in this class are almost uniformly superb to this point and I had to fight the urge to make the final excruciatingly difficult. 
You are the International Manager of Intellectual Property for a company that owns the core technology for Osiris, a technology that allows a metal alloy to be bonded to a polycarbon substrata creating an almost impossibly resilient composite. Your company sells the technology under the name Hot Discs for use in railroad breaks. The technology allows the creation of panels that are heat resistant to to 6,000 degrees fahrenheit (the thermal surface of space shuttle tiles is rated at about 3,000 degrees), flexible when current is applied to the point that it can be bent backward on itself and return to its original shape, and strong enough to withstand a high velocity depleted uranium-teflon bullet. 

You have discovered that Global Robotic Exoskin Energy Distributions Ltd. (GREED) has been selling a product to the American military for use as armor panels on its Hummers.
